1x annually) to conduct the business of the 
Central Area Association and the MA 
Conference.

There may also be workshops on a variety 
of topics as well as the opportunity to make 
connections with members of other 
churches with interests similar to yours.  
Business items include, but are not limited 
to: passing of budgets, electing leadership, 
passing administrative policy, by-law 
changes and other business items that come 
before the gathered body.  This 
representation also includes discussing and 
voting on Resolutions that are appropriately 
brought to the gathered body by local 
churches, members and other settings of the 
wider church. 
 
As a delegate, you are in a unique position 
to share information about the wider church 
and to offer education on important issues 
and programs with the congregation here at 
United.
