The motions listed below were discussed and voted on at 
the Annual Financial Meeting on February 7.  77 
members voted.  Motion #1 had a vote of 72 for the 
motion, 5 against, and no abstentions.  Motion #2 had a 
vote of 70 for the vote, 3 against, and 2 abstentions.  (All 
other motions passed unanimously.) 
 
The Rev. Robert Bachelder, Minister and President of 
WAMS UCC, will be preaching on February 28 and will 
stay for conversation following worship.  
 
The Resurrection Team, members and friends, have been 
meeting to plan, envision, and work on how the 
congregation will continue to move forward.  This group 
plans to meet on February 28 following worship.  Please 
come and share your thoughts and ideas.

United Congregational UCC is an important part of the 
United Church of Christ in Worcester and will continue 
to be so. 
 
These are the motions mentioned above. 
 

1. To take action with regard to the minutes of the 
2009 Annual Meeting of the United 
Congregational Church.   

2. To take action with regard to the motion that 
United Congregational Church, United Church 

of Christ, 6 Institute Road, Worcester, MA 
donate all land and buildings, free of tenants, to 
the Worcester Area Mission Society, UCC 
(WAMS). 
 

3. To take action with regard to the motion that 
United Congregational Church, United Church 
of Christ, 6 Institute Road, Worcester, MA, donate 
its endowment to the Worcester Area Mission 
Society, UCC (WAMS) minus expenses related 
to the transition of the building and minus 
$500,000 to remain, at least initially, with 
United, the use of which will be reviewed by the 
Board of Ministries and voted on by the 
congregation. 
 

4. To take action on the motion to have (our) legal 
counsel, Fletcher, Tilton and Whipple, conduct a 
Cy Pres process obtaining the approval of the 
probate court confirming the appropriateness of 
the actions in items 2 and 3 above. 

 
5. To take action with regard to the Membership 

Clerk, Worship Attendance, and Financial 
Reports of the United Congregational Church 
for 2009. 

 
6. To take action on the 2010 budget. 

 
7. To take action in regard to any other business 

that may come before the meeting.

HOPE FOR HOUSING HELPING FAMILIES 

Among the families that HOPE FOR HOUSING helped 
was a family of five, who were evicted from their 
apartment as a result of falling behind with their rent.  
Both the father and son were laid off within weeks of 
each other.  Then making up the utility arrearage with 
money intended for rent; waiting for a call back from 
work that never came.  Next cutting back on food to help 
make up the rent, but in the end not being able to make 
ends meet.  The family was taken in by an adult daughter 
with three children in a small apartment.  Utilizing 
services of our partner Central Mass Housing Alliance, 
the father was able to acquire some veteran’s benefits 
and locate an affordable apartment.  Using all they had 
plus $500 assistance from HOPE FOR HOUSING, the 
family was able to pay first and last months rent, plus 
security deposit, and move into an apartment of their 
own. 
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Please call the church office directly if you or  a loved one is 
in the hospital.  We recently learned that we are not always 
informed when a church member is hospitalized.  We need 
you to help us as we try to respond to the needs of our 
members and friends.

We will not cancel worship, but we urge 
you to use discretion for  your  own safety.
